TECHNICAL RIDER

GENERAL INFORMATION: 

NOTE: 		All deviations from this rider must be approved by ARTIST. 

CONTACT: 	Each presenter should receive a minimum of two telephone contacts from the ARTIST or ARTIST’S representative before the arrival of the ARTIST. A representative of the ARTIST should contact the local presenter and/or the Venue Tech Director approximately two weeks prior to each engagement, and the ARTIST should contact the Venue Tech Director again approximately 48 hours before the performance date to reconfirm. 

ARTIST must be billed as “Mike Rhodes Presents A Colorado Evening.” Please only use marketing and advertising materials approved or provided by ARTIST or ARTIST’S representative. 

ARRIVAL TIME: 	Upon initial contact, ARTIST to provide the actual arrival time. 

Number of people in touring company:	5 
Number of people performing on stage:	3 

LOCAL PRESENTER/PURCHASER AGREES TO FURNISH AT OWN EXPENSE: 

STAGE REQUIREMENTS: 	Standard concert set-up. Stage should be swept clean and cleared of all equipment, debris, etc., prior to ARTIST’S arrival. Minimum stage dimensions preferred are 30’ wide x 35’ deep. Stage floor to ceiling height should be a minimum 12’ high. 

· A clear path from the loading zone to the stage upon the scheduled arrival. ARTIST unloads to the ground level with a custom ramp and NOT via a loading dock. Artist prefers No Steps or Stairs in the path of the loading zone to the stage. If Steps or Stairs are present venue will make available additional personnel to assist with load-in and load-out.  
· Hallways and doorways must be at least 36” in width for the equipment to clear. 
· Two (2) power drops on separate circuits for ARTIST’s sound system, lighting and video. (see stage plot) 

· Backdrop: If a choice of backdrops exists, a black traveler or backdrop would be the most appropriate. 

AUDIO REQUIREMENTS: 	ARTIST will provide a full sound system and run the sound system from the stage. No venue audio technician will be required. If the venue is large, then a mutual option (to be discussed in advance and coordinated with onsite audio technician) would be to tie into the venue audio system from the ARTIST’s audio console using XLR line out to the venue’s audio snake. 

· See the stage plot for power drops. 

LIGHTING REQUIREMENTS: 	ARTIST will carry a full lighting and video/monitor rig, including professional free standing columns. This set up will be run from the stage. In larger venues house lighting may be used. If any house lighting is used, then this will be discussed in advance and coordinated onsite with the house lighting technician.

 LOCAL CREW REQUIREMENTS: 	A “knowledgeable” venue representative should be available to open doors (usually the Venue Stage Manager). The time to have the theatre open should be discussed between the ARTIST or ARTIST’S representative and the venue representative upon initial contact. 
· A Master Electrician (lighting board operator) should be there to operate house lights. 
· A professional Audio Engineer is required if tying into the house audio system. 

LOAD-IN CREW: 
Number of crew needed for Load-in: 1 Load-out: 1 
How many hours prior to performance is load-in:	2 Hours minimum and 4 Hours preferred. 
How many hours past performance is load-out: 	2 Hours minimum and 3 Hours preferred.

REHEARSAL REQUIREMENTS: 	Auditorium should be available for load-in and rehearsal for 2 hours minimum and four hours preferred on the day of performance. ARTIST or ARTIST’S representative to contact presenter approximately two weeks prior to engagement and again approximately 48 hours before ARTIST’S arrival to schedule rehearsal time, if necessary.

DRESSING ROOM REQUIREMENTS: 	One (1) clean, private, dressing room on the same floor and with easy
access to the stage, furnished with six (6) chairs, table, mirror, clothes rack with adequate hangers, and
wastebasket. Counter space and/or table space and mirrors should be spacious enough to accommodate four
(4) people. The dressing room should have access to a clean, private, bathroom (for ARTIST only) with hot
and cold running water, adequately supplied with fresh soap and clean towels, tissue and paper towels.

HOSPITALITY: 	ARTIST would greatly appreciate bottled water (a minimum of 24 bottles at room-temperature,
NOT chilled or refrigerated), other beverages such as hot water or hot coffee when available, and any
assortments of small snacks such as fruit (bananas preferred), veggie tray, sandwich tray, and granola bars or
protein bars, to be made available in the dressing room at time of ARTIST’s arrival for load in. Please no
soda, candy, cookies, or desserts. Please verify this with the ARTIST during the initial contact conversation.

RECEPTIONS: 	The ARTIST will be happy to attend receptions, however, due to the rigorous tour schedule,
sometimes the ARTIST may not be available. ARTIST’s appearance at reception is to commence no sooner
than fifteen (15) minutes following the completion of a performance, and is not to exceed a duration of sixty
(60) minutes, unless at ARTIST’s option. ARTIST requires a representative on behalf of Presenter or Crew to
act as security personnel on stage to keep ARTIST’s instruments and equipment secure for the duration of
reception. If no such representative is available, ARTIST may need to complete their touring duties and
equipment load-out (approximately 1 - 2 hours) before attending a reception. Please clear all receptions in
advance with the representative of the tour upon initial contact. The ARTIST will ALWAYS try to
accommodate.

MERCHANDISE: The ARTIST may have merchandise for sale. If so, Presenter agrees to provide one (1)
table, approximately six (6) feet in length, covered with a black tablecloth, with a chair for ARTIST’s
merchandise representative. Table will be placed in a designated area by Presenter with high-visibility and/or
high traffic, for ARTIST’s merchandise representative to sell merchandise before the concert, at intermission,
and after the concert, at ARTIST’s request or ARTIST merchandise representative’s discretion.

PARKING: PRESENTER agrees to obtain all permits and authorizations where necessary to allow ARTIST’S
Vehicle or Vehicles direct access to loading doors for the duration of the load-in, running of productions, and load-out.

· NOTE: ARTIST needs to load-in from the ground level through minimum 36” wide doors with a preference for no stairs or steps to the stage. A loading dock is NOT preferred.
